Message from the Board of Directors

Happy New Year and welcome back to all our returning association members.

As we start a new season and the property becomes busier, we have a couple of items that we should review to maximize both the owners and the renter’s enjoyment of the facilities.

1. Please confine parking to your assigned locations, do not use “Guest” spots for 
               your personal long term or overnight parking. For those who have a second vehicle please   
               park in the spots along the wall on Stickney Point Rd. You can use open owners’ spaces,
              not in residence, if you receive prior written permission from that owner – filed with the front 
              office.

2. Our plumbing system is 50 + years old. Please do not flush anything other than toilet tissue down the commodes. The “wipes” that say they are flushable, state in small print “not compatible with all sewer systems”. These items catch on the rusted pipes and quickly build into a blockage, which will create a plumbing repair and could result in a charge back to the owner. So, those of you who are renting your units, please inform your tenants of this condition and it would be helpful if you posted a note in your bathrooms to this effect.

3. Please do not reserve chairs and/or chaise lounges, we are short of seating until our furniture has been returned from being refurbished.  Saving chairs and tables is not allowed to begin with.  
 

Current Project Updates

Carports: The contractor feels that the permits will be issued in the next couple of weeks and to that end you may see a few of their employees on the property doing some preliminary work.

Hurricane Window Installation: Building 2: The final installation should be completed in Unit 406 by the end of January.

[bookmark: _Hlk216002872]Beach Installation – The Gabion project near the waterside gazebo and the adjoining beach is currently still on hold pending issuance of the appropriate permits from multiple agencies.

Pool Furniture – The original delivery date of Dec. 29, was reconfirmed before the Christmas break. Obviously, this has not happened. The follow-up conversation with the supplier reveals that he is running late on deliveries due to employee illness and expects to return our furniture on Jan.19.

Repair of concrete slabs (front edge) on lanais – Buildings 1,2 and 3  
· An estimate is being prepared to “open” the front access panels between the lanais to inspect the interior and document the condition of supporting structures of all three towers. This data will enable us to create a laundry list of required fabrications and a budget for the project.
· The goal is to have all required fabrication sourced for completion during “season” 
· This is a “Milestone Report” item and is required to either be completed or to substantially in progress by the end of 2026. 
Buildout and lanai refurbishing – Buildings 1 through 8
· The engineering for buildings 4 through 8 is complete and the “bid document” will be generated by the end of January. The engineering for buildings 1,2, and 3 will be completed in the first quarter of 2026. 
Roof Cleaning 

· The existing contract has been cancelled.

 Staffing Update

The search for a qualified administrative assistant is still underway. 

Future Projects on the Horizon

· Painting Building / Railing and Stairs
· Select paint engineer for inspection and determine the scope of work.
· This item will be addressed in January of 2026, but due to funding, the physical aspects of	this project will probably not start until 2027.
· Avenue D – Fence and/or Gate: 
· This construction was to be included in the Beautification Grant project. 
Not enough groundwork has been done by the Board to proceed with this endeavor this year, but it will be targeted for the completion of a Grant application next year. NO NEW INFORMATION

· Elevator Rebuild: 
All three elevators need refurbishing cars/electrical/hydraulic. We’re looking to rebuild one unit per year.
